came to see him this morning, snd told him that they

to bring sabout a resumption of the negotiations bLetween
the two parties in the miring indusiry.

Yp, Fgldwin szid he would only add this
to what he had to say in the House nsmely, that the
peace which he believed had come, snd the victory
that hed been won was a victery for cormon sense not of
any one part of the country, tut ¢f the common scnse
of the best prt of the whole cf the United Kingdom, and
it was of the greatest imyortance thst the British

eople should not looXk beckwards but forwards, Ye shall
egin our work in 2 spirit of co-operation putting
behind us 211 malice and vindictiveness,

In conclusicn the Prime Minister sa d
that no further stziement was possible te-day.
